10th Anniversary Coast to Coast Walk
You will no doubt be aware that 2011 marks the 10th anniversary of Jumbulance Trust. 

We would like to mark this milestone with a celebratory activity and since the Jumbulance takes groups from all over the United Kingdom and Ireland, we thought that organising a sponsored Coast to Coast walk would be an excellent way of involving all our supporters while hopefully raising significant – and much needed – funds for our charity.
What is the Coast to Coast? 
It is a walk of 190 miles from St. Bees on the Northwest coast to Robin Hood’s Bay on the Northeast coast, crossing some of the most beautiful scenery in the country in the Lake District, the Pennines, the Yorkshire Dales and the North York Moors (see map in the Newsletter).
Our version of it will start on Wednesday 19th October and take 12 days to complete. We will be supported by a Jumbulance acting as our ‘crew’ bus which will allow us to be transported to the start and finish of each day’s walk from our four strategic overnight stops, meaning also that we won’t have to carry luggage between stops – a big advantage as any walkers will know!
How can you be involved?

1) You can take part, either for the whole walk or for a section of it, depending on how much time you have available.
2) You can sponsor a walker from your, or another group.

3) You can contribute to the general fundraising associated with the walk and generate publicity for the walk.

To look at these in more detail:-

1) If you want to do the whole walk – great! If you don’t have the time available to do that you could consider doing maybe a third of it. We anticipate having 4 bases at strategic points along the walk, being Rosthwaite in the heart of the Lake District, Kirkby Stephen on the eastern edge of Cumbria, Richmond or North Allerton in North Yorkshire and Whitby on the Yorkshire coast. All are accessible by car or public transport, so you could join the walk at any stage and spend as much or as little time as you like with the group. The longest day’s walk is approximately 20 miles and the shortest is about 14 miles. All we would need to know was where you would like to join us and for how long so that we can take care of your accommodation needs (which will be in either bed & breakfast or small affordable hotels in the chosen bases).
2) The purpose of this sponsored walk is to raise funds for the next Jumbulance. We need to retire Mk15 quite soon and its replacement will be expensive! If we can get 25 walkers or teams of walkers (perhaps doing parts of the walk in relays) sponsored for £2,000 per walker or team, we will have raised £50,000 which will go a very long way to making the dream of a new Jumbulance a reality. If someone from your group is going to take part in the walk, then please sponsor them as generously as you can. It will give them tremendous encouragement up those hills! If instead you don’t have any walkers from your group taking part, then perhaps you would consider supporting a walker from another group. This could take the form of a per mile sponsorship, a per section (of the walk) sponsorship or a lump sum amount for that walker. Any of these will be a powerful motivation to the selected walkers.
· If 250 people were to sponsor walkers for 25p per mile, that would raise £11,875.
· If 100 people donated 50p per mile, that would raise £9,500 as would 50 people donating £1 per mile.

· These amounts could add up very quickly.

3) The walk is being timed to coincide with Jumbulance’s 10th anniversary so along with the ambition of raising a significant amount through the walk, we want to boost our charitable donations by any means and if every supporter receiving this letter were to contribute £10 for the 10th birthday, that would generate over £15,000 towards the new Jumbulance.
Additionally, please consider publicising the walk with your local schools – particularly those close to the route – as school children would get huge pleasure from tracking the progress of “their” sponsored walker. We intend involving local radio and papers in the walk and you can play a big part in making those in your area aware, not only of the walk but also generally in the work of Jumbulance. Let’s get our small charity some big publicity!

Next steps?

If you would like to take part in all or part of the walk, please contact the office for more information. At present we need to determine the number of participants so we can start to book appropriate accommodation along the route. If you would like to do just a part of the walk, then please indicate where you would like to start and finish, so we can begin also to plan the logistics of having J1 in the right places.

If you will be sponsoring a walker, then please also contact the office for sponsorship forms which we can supply.

And finally, please don’t hesitate to contact the office if you would like any more information about the walk. You might also Google the Coast to Coast as there’s a wealth of information about the route, the countryside it goes through, the possible stopping off points along the way and much more. We hope to have the fullest possible involvement of our supporters so that together we can really mark this big achievement – our 10th anniversary.
