ANOTHER NEW JUMBULANCE 

After 20 years and nearly 2 million miles or is it kilometres, whichever, a very very long wayτMk15 will be retired 
at the end of the season to be replaced by our second new Jumbulance that is being built for us by Van Hool to our  
specific requirements.  It will be similar to J1 in most respects, only about 6 feet shorter but with a similar kitchen 
and large accessible washroom with a lower toilet, similar lift suitable for wheelchairs and beds, generous storage 
for luggage and wheelchairs, medical equipment and comfortable seats and trolley beds.  Capacity however will be 

slightly less to include 16 seats and 4 beds or the flexible option of replacing the beds with a maximum of 6  
standard wheelchairs.   

The Trustees have yet to decide whether or not to retain the Midi as a back-up.
